TRAIL DESCRIPTION: The walk will be on some old familiar
trails as well as some under utilized areas of the park. The 5K
is rated 2B and the 10K is rated 3B. Jogging strollers can
complete both trails with some difficulty. Wheelchairs are not
recommended. Restrooms are available at the Garden of the
Gods Visitor & Nature Center and at the main parking lot of the
Central Gardens. Leashed pets are welcome on the trail.
